Background Checks

Falls Creek Youth Camp requires that each church perform lmck@romvwl checks on all participants 1D vears of age
or older attending with their group.

Students who turn 19 vears old before July 12", 2025, are reduired +to fill out a backaround check to attend
Falls Creek. Failure o inform Matt that a check is required will result in the studewt being sewt home before we
leave on Wonday mornivg.

Rule Rewminders

o All students will ride the bus/van to and from Falls Creek. No student will be allowed +o ride v a different
vehicle unless their parent is drivivg. This ivcludes during our week of camp unless space is required for
traveling to the rec fields. [T a student veeds o come later in the week, please talk with WMatt about
arravngements for travel.]

e Studewnts should spend their free time outside of the cabin as much as possible. Falls Creek has many
options for breakonts, recreation, and other activities. Free time is not sit around the cabin time.

o Cell phones can be used during free time but will vot be allowed to be used during any teachivg time.
Excessive use of cell phoves conld result v phones being taken away for the remainder of the week.

e Studeuts are vot allowed to enter the cabin of another church for any reason without ove of our adults
present,

o Students MUST +ravel in groups of at least three.

e Every studewt must be oun time for every activity.

o Every studewt must participate v worship services, in-cabin sessions, evenivg devotions, and quiet times.

o Every student must eat something substantial at all meals.

e Tvery student must do their part in KP, Bathroom, and Dorm Duty,

o Pranks, Rock Throwing, Water Fighting, Wrestling, Wading in the creek by the cabiv, ete. are NOT allowed.

e No skates or skateboards on campus unless it is in the skate park.

e No Public Displays of Affection

e No blankets will be allowed during teachivg time or v the tabervacle. If a student gets cold easily, be sure
to pack warmer clothing,



Covnseduences

Late to any Falls Creek activity or wmiss KP, Dorm, or Bathroom DPuty — The first offense is automatic
extra KP, Dorm, OR Bathroom Duty. The second offense is a phone call o parents. The third offense is a
parevt being asked to come pick their student up.

Failure to abide by cell phone policy — The first offevse is a verbal warnivg. The second offeuse is
antomatic extra KP, Dorm, OR Bathroom Duty. The third offense is a phone call +o parents and the
phove being taken for the rest of the week.

Pravks, messing with people’s belongings, stealing, sneaking ont, and fighting results in an antomatic
phone call to parents to come pick up student,

Failure to travel v a group of at least 3 or Public Display of Affection — The first offewse is automatic
extra KP, Dorm, OR Bathroom Duty. The second offense is a phone call o parents. The third offense is a
parevt being asked to come pick their student up.

Dress Code Violations — The first offense is a warning and change of clothes. The second offense is
antomatic extra Kp, Dorm, OR Bathroom Duty and chavge of clothes. The third offense will result in a
phove call +o a parent asking them to come pick up their studewt.

ANY STUDENT CAUGHT IN POSSESSION OF AND/OR USING ANY ALCOHOL, PRUGS, EPIBLES,
JUULS, TOBACLCO, OR VAPES WILLRESULT IN A PHONE CALL TO A PARENT ASKING THEM
TO COME PLCK UP THETIR STUDENT. (THIS POLICY INCLUDES THE USE OF MEDICAL
WMARLIUANA IN ANY AND ALL FORMS, NO MATTER IF THE STUDENT HAS OR POES NOT
HAVE A MEDICAL CARD!)

Wiscellaneons Tmportant Iuformatiovn

Extra spending money is suggested for each studewt who attends Falls Creek. Pop, Tee Cream, Ieees, T-
Shirts, devotionals, student planers, merchandise from worship band and speaker, and gift i+tems are
available to all campers all week. $30-$40 dollars is the recommended amount.

If vou plan to visit Falls Creek for a day there will be a $3 charge per person. Tudividuals may choose +o
purchase a $11 activity pass if they want to participate in walk up recreational activities. Every adult
(12+) will be reauired +o present a valid driver’s license at the frout gate.

Visitors WELL NOT be allowed +o stay v the cabin overnight for any reason. If you want +o stay the
night, you MUST pay for a hotel room and have a completed backaround check on file at Falls Creek. Those
arravgements can be made on your ovwv through the Falls Creek Office.



Dress Code

Reminders

while we understavnd the desire for fashionable attire, we reduire modest clothing. WModesty is a biblical privciple
and helps keep people focused on the important thivgs at camp.

All apparel judgments will be left to the discretion of our adult sponsors and/or the Falls Creek Staff. I any
adult or Falls Creek Staffer determines a camper or campers should change their clothing +o fall in line with
camp requirements, then that camper or those campers will be required +o do <o.

Modesty is very important and required.

Shoes must be always worw outside of the dorms.

Apparel may ot display or promote +tobacco, alcolnol, controlled substances, or inappropriate languane or
pictures.

Under garments must always be covered by outer garments (i.e. No boxer shorts nangivg out or bra
straps showing).

Midriffs should always be covered.

No spaghetti strap shirts or dresses.

No favk tops. All apparel must cover the shoulder. Sleeveless shirts are acceptable but must go from the
neck to the shoulder seam and wot be split down the side.

No short shorts. Shorts are to be of modest length. Wodest length can be aenerally defived as extending
to just beyond the fingertips. Also, compression shorts worn underveath regular shorts will vot ivcrease
their length,

No tight fitting or revealing clothivg. This includes leggings, jegaings, spavx, compression shorts, yooa
pants, or similar attire, which cawot be worw as pants.

Girls may wear dresses/skirts, but they must reach the +top of the knee. DPresses must have an accessory
to wear under or over any straps that do ot cover the complete shoulder.

Girls should wear modest one-piece swimsuits,

Guys should not wear tight fitting swimsuits.

while going +o and from the swimming areas, all campers must wear shoes; males must wear a t-shirt
and females must wear a long covering over +heir swimsuits,

Station #1 - Luggage Cneck-in

Students can either mark their luggage with a lugaage tag or one will be provided for them. This will help
students to get to camp and home from camp with all of their lnggage. That lugaage can be dropped off at the
trailer as students arrive.

Station #2 — Ovlive Registration Check (The remaivder of check-iv will take place iv the Fellowship Hall.)

At this poivt, registration will be checked to ewsure that your student has completed all requirements to be able
to attend camp on Wonday. If anythivg is missing, we will have a couple of laptops available to complete
registration.

Station #3 — WMy 5 Offering

If you are participating in the WMy 5 Offering, you will drop it off at this point. We will +urw i+ all in during the
service when it is collected.

Station #4 — Payment Confirmation

At this station you will get your payment confirmation. If any movey is due, this is where it will be paid. (Al
payment arrangements must be made and completed before the student boards the bus Wonday morving.)

Station #5 — Medicive Check-Iw

If ou are taking any prescription medicine, it will be checked in here. We will make sure that the medicive has
the student’s name ov i+, and we will ask you to provide dosage and freduency information. All medicine will be
stored in a central location and admivistered oy an adult.

Station #G — Recreation

At this statiow, you will have the opportuvity to sign up for awy recreational activity that yon want o
participate in. Go ahead and sign-up even if you THINK you might participate.
